21st World Scout Jamboree - Hylands Park. Essex 27th July – 8th August 2007
The 21st World Jamboree will celebrate 100 years of Scouting in the United Kingdom and will be the largest ever gathering of Scouts from around the world; it is anticipated that over 40,000 Scouts from over 200 countries will join in this unique celebration.

Dorset has sent two full units to the last two World Jamborees in Chile and Thailand.  All the members who attended came back with many unforgettable memories and experiences.

The role of a Leader at the Jamboree is to help the participants enjoy the experience and gain the maximum from a “once in a lifetime” opportunity.  The job of Unit leadership is time consuming, demanding and very challenging.  

In the lead-up to the Jamboree, the Leaders will have to organise and run training weekends for their Unit participants; regularly communicate with the members’ parents, Leaders and Commissioners, as well as UK headquarters; integrate 36 members and four leaders into one Unit; and promote the Join-in-Jamboree concept to others in the Association.

Leaders who wish to apply will be required to attend and help on a selection camp to take place over a weekend to be arranged in October 2005.  Leaders will be selected on their running and organisation of the selection camp.  If interest demands, there may be two units formed.
Leaders who are successful following the completion of the selection process will be notified by the end of October 2005 and will be required to attend a Jamboree information event in early December.  Training camps will follow in the run up to the Jamboree and these are compulsory for all unit leaders.
The Jamboree is still two years away and it is not possible to give a final cost, but a guarantee has been given that it will not exceed £1000. The Jamboree fee will cover all travel both to the Jamboree site and for Home Hospitality (HoHo) in Europe. Additionally, each member will receive a Jamboree uniform, Jamboree luggage and all costs involved whilst at the Jamboree itself.

HoHo is an essential part of the Jamboree experience when 2/3 members live with Scout families interacting and learning the traditions and cultures of another country,
