The 21st World Jamboree will celebrate 100 years of Scouting in the United Kingdom and will be the largest ever gathering of Scouts from around the world; it is anticipated that over 40,000 Scouts from over 200 countries will join in this unique celebration.

Dorset has sent two full units to the last two World Jamborees in Chile and Thailand.  All the members who attended came back with many unforgettable memories and experiences.

Scouts and Explorer Scouts who will be aged between 14 and 17 years on July 27th 2007 are eligible to apply for selection to The Dorset Jamboree Unit.  (A second unit may be formed if there is the demand)
The selection process will take place over a weekend to be arranged in October 2005 and those applying for selection must attend the selection weekend.

Scouts and Explorer Scouts who are successful following the completion of the selection process will be notified by the end of October 2005 and will be required to attend a Jamboree information event with their parents/guardians in early December.  Training camps will follow in the run up to the Jamboree and these are compulsory for all unit members.
The Jamboree is still two years away and it is not possible to give a final cost, but a guarantee has been given that it will not exceed £1000. The Jamboree fee will cover all travel both to the Jamboree site and for Home Hospitality (HoHo) in Europe. Additionally, each member will receive a Jamboree uniform, Jamboree luggage and all costs involved whilst at the Jamboree itself.

HoHo is an essential part of the Jamboree experience when 2/3 members live with Scout families interacting and learning the traditions and cultures of another country,

The Jamboree Fee has yet to be finalized by National Scout Headquarters but we have been advised that the fee will not exceed £1000. The fee will cover all transport costs in the UK and also transport to the Home Hospitality country; all contingent camping equipment; a Jamboree uniform and special Jamboree luggage for each participant. It must be stressed that the payment of the Jamboree Fee will be your responsibility. However, you can participate in organised fund-raising events held by Groups and Districts.  If you receive such support this must be seen as a bonus but you must be prepared to make this financial commitment yourself.

The significance of the 21st World Jamboree is such that we are certain to have more applications than places available. It is important therefore that you as a Parent/Guardian fully understand the training commitment required by your son/daughter and also the financial involvement you as a parent are undertaking.

The undertaking of the National Scout Association to organise a World Jamboree is an immense task and whilst the Jamboree is still some 24 months away work has been in progress for many months already. Obviously the UK Scout Association has made a huge financial undertaking to organise this Jamboree, which will see over 40,000 Scouts from around the world living and working together for the duration of the event.
